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Finneytown Middle School and High School, which is not on the National Register of Historic Buildings, is a campus of 6 buildings and an addition, and originally constructed in
1960, consisting of 1 and 2 story brick and metal school buildings with 174,774 total square feet and is located in a suburban, residential setting. The building names are Building
#100, Building #200, Building #300, Administration/Multi-purpose Building, Gymnasium Building, Performing Arts Building, and a 1997 Addition that connects buildings #200 and
#300. The existing facility features a conventionally partitioned design, and does not utilize modular buildings. The structure of all campus buildings contains load bearing
masonry, and steel and concrete frame type exterior wall construction, with painted block and partition type wall construction in the interior. The floor systems consist of slab on
grade, reinforced concrete, and steel joist and metal deck type construction. The roof structures consist of reinforced concrete and steel joist and metal deck type construction.
The roofing system of the overall facilities is EPDM fully adhered membrane, installed in 1980, 1990, and 1997. The ventilation system of the buildings is inadequate to meet the
needs of the users. The Classrooms are undersized in terms of the current standards established by the State of Ohio. Physical Education and Student Dining spaces consist of
separate Student Dining with 7,352 SF and a Primary Gymnasium with 13,230 SF. The electrical system for the facility is inadequate. The facility is equipped with a non-compliant
security system. The buildings have a non-compliant automatic fire alarm system. The facilities are not equipped with an automated fire suppression system. The buildings are
reported to contain asbestos. The overall buildings are not compliant with ADA accessibility requirements. The campus of buildings is located on a 31.07 acre site adjacent to
residential properties. The property and athletic facilities are partially fenced for security. Access onto the site is unrestricted. Site circulation is fair. There is no dedicated space for
school buses to load and unload on the site. Parking for staff, visitors and community events is inadequate. The site contains steep slopes and is very compact with some room
available for additions at the east end. Since the site is a campus layout each building houses unique functions, and some buildings are situated on the site where a future addition
is unlikely due to space restrictions. There is little room for additions to the Gymnasium Building, the Performing Arts Building, and the Administration/Multi-Purpose Building.

The existing system for the Administration/Multi-Purpose Building is a gas fired hot water boiler system, installed in 1960, and is in fair condition.
The existing system for Building #100 is a series of packaged rooftop units, installed in 1986, and is in fair condition. The existing system for
Building #200 is two gas fired hot water boilers, installed in 1960 with one boiler being rebuilt in 2005, and is in good condition. The existing
system for the 1997 Addition is a gas fired hot water boiler system which is fed from the adjacent buildings. The existing system for Building #300
is two gas fired hot water boilers, installed in 1960 with one boiler being rebuilt in 2005, and is in good condition. The existing system for the
Gymnasium Building is a gas fired hot water boiler system, installed in 2001, and is in good condition. The existing system for the Performing Arts
Building is three gas fired packaged rooftop units, installed in 1975, and is in fair condition. 2-pipe vs. 4-pipe designations are not applicable in
this facility, as no central air conditioning is provided. The air conditioning is provided through packaged rooftop units. The five hot water boilers,
manufactured by Cleaver Brooks, were installed in 1960 and are in fair condition. Two of the boilers have been rebuilt in the past year. One hot
water boiler, manufactured by DeDietrich was installed in 2001 and is in good condition. Heating water is distributed to terminal units consisting of
unit ventilators, and heating and ventilating units. The terminal equipment was installed in 1960, 1964, 1969, and 1997 and is in fair condition.
The system does not comply with the 15 CFM per person fresh air requirements of the Ohio Building Code mechanical code and Ohio School
Design Manual. The system temperature controls are a mixture of pneumatic and electronic and were installed in various years dating back as far
as 1960 and as new as 1997. The controls are in fair condition. The system does not feature individual temperature controls in all spaces
required by the OSDM. The overall system does not feature any central energy recovery systems. The facility is equipped with louvered interior
doors to facilitate Corridor utilization as return air plenums. sLouvered doors are replaced in Item O., The existing system is ducted in some areas
and not ducted in others. The overall heating system is evaluated as being in safe and efficient working order, and long term life expectancy of
the existing system is anticipated. Campus buildings are equipped with air conditioning in certain areas provided by rooftop units and one split
system in the Administration Area of Building #200. The site does not contain underground fuel tanks.

Description: The roof over Buildings #100, #200, #300, Administration/Multi-Purpose Building, and the Gymnasium Building contains an EPDM fully adhered
type roofing system that was installed in the 1980's, and is in poor condition. The roof over The Performing Arts Building contains an EPDM fully
adhered type roofing system that was installed in the 1990's, and is in fair to poor condition. The roof over the 1997 Addition is an EPDM fully
adhered type roofing system that was installed in 1997 and is in fair to poor condition. The roof over exterior covered connecting walkways
contains a metal roofing system that was installed in the 1990's and is in good to fair condition. There are District reports of current leaking. Signs
of past leaking were observed during the physical assessment. Access to the roof was gained by access hatches / access ladders that are in fair
condition.sone access hatch / ladder per building, There were observations of standing water on the roof. Metal cap flashings are in fair condition.
Roof storm drainage is addressed through a system of roof drains, which are properly located, and in fair condition. No problems requiring
attention were encountered with any roof penetrations.

C. Ventilation / Air Conditioning

Description: All campus buildings are not equipped with a central air conditioning system. Rooftop units are provided in various locations around the campus
installed in 1975 and 1986, and are in fair to poor condition. Window units are provided in a few locations throughout the campus. The ventilation
system in all campus buildings consists of unit ventilators, and rooftop units, installed in 1960, 1964, 1969, and 1997 and in fair condition,
providing fresh air to Classrooms. Air handlers installed in 1964 are in fair condition, and provide fresh air to the Gymnasium. Fin tube and 4
exhaust fans provide ventilation to the Student Dining Area. Rooftop units installed in 1986 in fair condition provide ventilation to the Media
Center. Relief air venting is provided by louvered interior doors and ceiling plenums in some areas. The ventilation system does not meet the
Ohio Building Code 15 CFM per occupant fresh air requirement. The overall system is not compliant with Ohio Building Code and Ohio School
Design Manual requirements. Dust collection systems are required in this facility and existing equipment is adequate. Exhaust systems for
Restrooms, Kitchen, Gymnasium, Storage Rooms, and Custodial Closets are adequately placed, and in fair condition.

D. Electrical Systems

Description: The electrical system serving all campus buildings is a 4160 volt, three phase overhead system on poles as provided by the Power Company.
Five electric services are installed throughout the campus buildings, serving a building or group of buildings with 120/208 volt, three phase
through pole mounted and pad mounted transformers, all owned by the Power Company. All transformers are in good or adequate condition. The
electric service provided to the Administration/Multi-Purpose Building is 400 amp, which is less than the 1000 amp service required by the OSDM.
The panel system is in poor condition, and cannot be expanded to add additional capacity. The electric service provided to Buildings #200, #300,
and the 1997 Addition is 600 amp, which is less than the 3500 amp service required by the OSDM. The panel system is in poor condition, and
cannot be expanded to add additional capacity. The electric service provided to the Gymnasium Building is 800 amp, which is less than the 1600
amp service required by the OSDM. The panel system is in adequate condition, and cannot be expanded to add additional capacity. The electric
service provided to the Performing Arts Building is 800 amp, which is less than the 1000 amp required by the OSDM. The panel system is in
adequate condition, and cannot be expanded to add additional capacity. The electric service provided to Building #100 is 1000 amp, which is less
than the 1200 amp required by the OSDM. The panel system is in poor condition, and cannot be expanded to add additional capacity. The
Classrooms are not equipped with adequate electrical outlets. The typical Classroom contains two general purpose outlets and one outlet for
each Classroom television. This does not comply with the OSDM requirements The Corridors are not equipped with adequate electrical outlets for
servicing. Adequate GFI protected exterior outlets are not provided around the perimeter of the building. The facility is not equipped with any
emergency generators. Adequate lightning protection safeguards are not provided. The overall electrical system does not meet Ohio School
Design Manual requirements in supporting the current needs of the school, and will be inadequate to meet the facility's future needs.

Recommendations: The entire electrical system requires replacement to meet Ohio School Design Manual guidelines for Classroom capacity, due to condition and
age and to accommodate the addition of an air conditioning system.

A water treatment system is not provided,
though none is needed. The domestic water supply piping in all campus buildings is copper in fair condition. The waste piping in all campus
buildings is mostly cast iron with some small portions being PVC, was installed in 1960, 1964, 1969 and 1997, and is in fair condition. All campus
buildings are equipped with a gas water heater in fair condition. The school contains 11 Large Group Restrooms for boys, 11 Large Group
Restrooms for girls, 1 Locker Room Restroom for boys, 1 Locker Room Restroom for girls, and 9 Restrooms for staff. Boys' Large Group
Restrooms contain 1 ADA and 19 non-ADA wall mounted flush valve toilets, 0 ADA and 35 non-ADA wall mounted flush valve urinals, and 2 ADA
and 17 non-ADA wall mounted lavatories. Girls' Large Group Restrooms contain 1 ADA and 27 non-ADA wall mounted flush valve toilets, as well
as 2 ADA and 20 non-ADA wall mounted lavatories. Boys' Locker Room Restroom contains 0 ADA and 5 non-ADA wall mounted flush valve
toilets, 0 ADA and 11 non-ADA wall mounted flush valve urinals, 1 ADA and 8 non-ADA wall mounted lavatories, and 0 ADA and 14 non-ADA
showers. Girls' Locker Room Restroom contains 0 ADA and 10 non-ADA wall mounted flush valve toilets, as well as 1 ADA and 8 non-ADA wall
mounted lavatories, and 0 ADA and 14 non-ADA showers. Staff Restrooms contain 0 ADA and 15 non-ADA wall mounted flush valve toilets, 0
ADA and 8 non-ADA wall mounted urinals, and 0 ADA and 15 non-ADA wall mounted lavatories. Condition of fixtures is fair. The facilities are
equipped with 0 ADA and 14 non-ADA electric water coolers, in fair condition. Kitchen fixtures consist of a dishwasher, a 3 compartment sink, a 2
compartment sink, and a hand sink, which are in fair condition. The Kitchen is equipped with two satisfactory grease interceptors. The Kitchen is
provided the required 140 degree hot water supply via a gas fired hot water heater, which is in fair condition. The school buildings meet the OBC
requirements for fixtures. ADA requirements are not met for fixtures and drinking fountains esee Item O,. Science Classrooms and Project
Laboratories are equipped with required utility sink and gas connections. The gas is shut off in most of the lab areas. Compressed air connections
are not provided. Safety showers and eyewash facilities are in fair condition. Adequate exterior wall hydrants are not provided.

Rating: 2 Needs Repair

Recommendations: See Item O for replacement of fixtures related to ADA requirements. Provide adequate wall hydrants throughout all campus buildings due to
inadequately provided. Provide adequate compressed air connections at Science Classrooms and Labs.

The Administration/Multi-Purpose Building is equipped
with a steel framed, single glazing type window system, installed in 1960, and is in poor condition. The Gymnasium Building does not contain
windows. The window systems feature mostly no blinds or non-integral blinds that are in poor condition. Aluminum frame curtain wall systems are
found in Buildings #100, #200, #300, and the 1997 Addition, and are in good condition. There are no glass block windows in any of the buildings.
The exterior doors in Buildings #100, #200, #300, and the 1997 Addition are equipped with aluminum frame sidelights and transoms with double
glazed insulated glazing, in good condition. The exterior doors in the Performing Arts Building and the Gymnasium Building are equipped with
aluminum frame sidelights and transoms with single glazed non-insulated glazing, in poor condition. The exterior doors in the
Administration/Multi-Purpose Building are equipped with steel frames with single glazed non-insulated glazing, in poor condition. The school does
not contain skylights.

K. Interior Lighting

Description: The typical Classrooms in all campus buildings are equipped with a combination of 2x4 lay-in, and 1x4 surface mounted, T-8 fluorescent fixtures
and 1x4 surface mounted, T-12 fluorescent fixtures with mostly dual level switching. Classroom fixtures are in fair condition, providing an average
illumination of 69 FC, thus complying with the 50 FC recommended by the OSDM. The typical Corridors in all campus buildings are primarily
equipped with 2x4 lay-in and 2x4 and 1x4 surface mounted, T-8 fluorescent fixtures with single level switching. Corridor fixtures are in fair
condition, providing an average illumination of 51 FC, thus complying with the 20 FC recommended by the OSDM. The Primary Gymnasium
space is equipped with 250 watt metal halide pendant mounted low bay fixtures, in adequate condition, providing an average illumination of 56
FC, which is less than the 60 FC recommended by the OSDM. The Auxiliary Gymnasium space is equipped with 400 watt metal halide pendant
mounted low bay fixtures, in adequate condition, providing an average illumination of 63 FC, thus complying with the 60 FC recommended by the
OSDM. The Media Center is equipped with 1x4 lay-in, lensed, T-8 fluorescent fixtures type lighting in adequate condition, providing an average
illumination of 89 FC, thus complying with the 50 FC recommended by the OSDM. The Student Dining space, which is also the Auxiliary
Gymnasium, space is equipped with 400 watt metal halide pendant mounted low bay fixtures, in adequate condition, with single level switching.
Student Dining fixtures are in good condition, providing an average illumination of 63 FC, thus complying with the 50 FC recommended by the
OSDM. The Kitchen spaces are equipped with 1x4 surface mounted, T-8 fluorescent fixtures with single level switching. Kitchen fixtures are in
poor condition, providing an average illumination of 30 FC, which is less than the 75-80 FC recommended by the OSDM. The Service Areas in
the overall facility are equipped with a combination of 1x4 industrial fluorescents and incandescent surface mounted RLM's in poor condition. The
typical Administrative Areas are equipped with 2x4 lay-in, T-8 fluorescent fixtures in good condition, providing adequate illumination based on
OSDM requirements. The overall lighting systems of all campus buildings are not fully compliant with Ohio School Design Manual requirements
due to age and condition, and inadequate lighting levels.

Rating: 3 Needs Replacement
Recommendations: Provide complete replacement of lighting systems in all campus buildings *except the 1997 Addition, due to inadequate lighting levels, condition

and age, utilization of T-12 lamps, and replacement of systems in Items A, C, D, J, K,L, M, N, T, and U. Lighting system replacement is also
required in the Auditorium Fixed Seating Addition, for which funding will be provided via a Life Safety Allowance in master planning.

L. Security Systems

Description: All campus buildings contain a minimal security system in poor condition. Motion detectors are inadequately provided in main entries, central
gathering areas, Offices, main Corridors, and spaces where 6 or more computers are located. Exterior doors are not equipped with door contacts.
An automatic visitor control system is not provided. Compliant color CCTV cameras are not provided at main entry areas, parking lots, central
gathering areas, and main Corridors. CCTV is not monitored in Administrative Areas with the use of TV, VCR, and multiplexer. A compliant
computer controlled access control system integrating alarms and video signals, with appropriate UPS backup, is not provided. The security
system is not adequately provided throughout, and the system is not compliant with Ohio School Design Manual guidelines. There are no athletic
field fencing issues requiring attention. The exterior site lighting system is equipped with wall or mounted HID entry lights in fair condition.
Pedestrian walkways are illuminated with wall and column mounted lights in poor condition. Parking and bus pick-up / drop off areas are
illuminated by pole mounted high pressure sodium cobra head fixtures as leased from the Power Company in fair condition. The exterior site
lighting system does not provide adequate coverage.

Special provisions for floor level
changes in Building #300 have been addressed by an elevator though the elevator is not compliant. Building #200 does not contain an elevator or
special provisions for floor level changes in this 2 story structure. Special provisions for floor level changes in the Gymnasium Building,
Administration/Multi-Purpose Building, the 1997 Addition and the Performing Arts Center Building are not required. The Stage in the Performing
Arts Center Building is not provided with a chair lift or ramp and one is required. Interior doors are recessed, some are not provided adequate
clearances, and are mostly not provided with ADA-compliant hardware. 22 ADA-compliant toilets are required, and 4 are currently provided. 22

The 31.07 acre steeply sloped site is located in a suburban, residential setting with generous tree / shrub type landscaping. There are no

apparent problems with erosion or ponding. There is a bus maintenance garage at the North end of the site. The site is bordered by moderately
traveled streets. Multiple entrances onto the site impede proper separation of bus and other vehicular traffic, and one-way bus traffic is not
provided. There is a curbside bus loading and unloading zone in front of the school. Staff, visitor, and student parking is facilitated by multiple 271
space asphalt parking lots in fair to poor condition, which do not provide adequate parking for staff members and visitors. Adequate parking is
provided for the disabled. The parking lot drainage design, consisting of sheet drainage and catch basins provides adequate evacuation of storm
water, and no problems with parking lot ponding were observed. Concrete curbs in fair condition are inadequately placed. Concrete sidewalks are
properly sloped, are located to provide a logical flow of pedestrian traffic, and are in fair condition. Exterior steps are logically located and are in
fair condition. Exterior handrails are painted steel and are in poor condition. The site is suitable for outdoor learning with many areas providing
tables and seating. The athletic facilities are comprised of a football stadium, an open grass area multi-purpose/soccer field, 1 baseball field, and
3 tennis courts and they are in fair condition. The site is very compact with little room available for additions. Since the site is a campus layout
each building houses unique functions, and some buildings are situated on the site where a future addition is unlikely. There is little room for
additions to the Gymnasium Building, the Performing Arts Building, and the Administration/Multi-Purpose Building. Additions could be constructed
at Buildings #100, #200, #300, and the 1997 Addition at the east end of the site. The east end contains steep slopes but is available for 2 story
additions of approximately 24,000 SF per building for a total of 120,000 SF. The lower area east end parking lot would require relocation.
