Whitaker Elementary School, which is not on the National Register of Historic Buildings, and originally constructed in 1935, is a 2 story, 66,064 square foot brick school building
located in a suburban, residential setting. The existing facility features a conventionally partitioned design, and does not utilize modular buildings. The structure of the overall
facility contains brick masonry bearing wall type exterior wall construction, with painted block type wall construction in the interior. The floor system of the overall facility consists of
slab on grade concrete at the 1st floor. Intermediate floors are wood joist at the 1935 Original Construction, steel joist and concrete at the 1953 and 1956 Additions, and precaste
concrete plank at the 1997 Addition.

Description: The roof over the 1935 Original Construction is an asphalt shingle system and an EPDM fully adhered system that was installed in 1986, and is in
poor condition. The roof over the 1953 and 1956 Additions is an EPDM fully adhered system that was installed in 1986 and is in fair condition.
The 1956 Addition also contains an EPDM gravel ballasted system that was installed in 1989 and is in poor condition. The roof over the 1997

The electrical system provided to the 1935 Original Construction is a 400 amp, 120/240 volt, single phase system installed in 1953, and is in poor
condition. An additional 400 amp, 277/480 volt, three phase service was added in 1997, which is in good condition. Power is provided to the
school by two utility owned, pad-mounted transformers, located in the rear of the building, and in fair condition. The panel system, installed in
1953, is in poor condition, and cannot be expanded to add additional capacity. The Classrooms are not equipped with adequate electrical outlets.
